Guide to content of the Pilots web site

Introduction

This brief document is to tell people about the content of the Pilots website, and how to use it.  We welcome feedback on any part of it, or this document.  We would be very pleased to add your material to the site, particularly session plans. 

Sign on page

If you type www.urcpilots.org.uk you get to the sign on page.  There are four options on this page:

1. Register.  This is for people who have not yet registered.  As Pilots is a closed community, people must register before accessing the main part of the site.  They need to supply contact details, and these will be independently verified (eg contacting the minister of the church they register at, or some other third party).
2. Login.  If you have previously registered, you can either use the UserID you registered with, or your e-mail, plus your password.  If you can’t remember your password, e-mail alankendall1234@hotmail.com and Alan will reset your password.
3. Access links.  This is a collection of links to children and youth related pages that are freely available to anyone, but collected together here for ease of reference.
4. Latest updates.  This will date of the next Pilots Gathering, plus any known dates for publications that are due out from the children and youth department.

1. This page shows the name, company, role, e-mail address and phone number for everyone who has access to the site.  
2. If you click on the ‘download’ button, you will be able to access a spreadsheet which contains the same detail, plus some details of companies that met such as age range, numbers, meeting night etc.  This detail is not complete as it is hard to gather.
