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This worship idea was first published in the 75th anniversary pack

1940s Worship

Give each Pilot some paper and ask them to remove their shoes and draw around their feet to make footprints.  Cut out the footprints and have them ready for the worship.

When you are ready to begin, gather the Pilots together into a large circle.  Talk through the various things from the 1940s that you have been thinking about in the session.

Ask the Pilots to think of the things that give hope to them now or gave hope to the people who lived in the 1940s.

Ask Pilots to tell each other what things they thought would give hope and ask them to place their footprints, as though they were walking, across or around the centre of the circle, as they talk of hope.

Explain to the Pilots that today the Pilots Promise is going to be used as a prayer to ask them to think about the words very carefully as they are said, especially the words ‘learn, pray and serve.’

Prayer

Leader:	Dear Lord, we say our Pilots Promise as our prayer:

All:	I will learn, pray and serve, all I can, with the world wide church of Jesus Christ.

Leader:	We learn from the past, we pray for the future and we serve you God in all we do.

All:		Amen.
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
